Alternatively, leave the M4 at junction 8/9 and join the
A404 (M). Take the first exit at the roundabout which is
signposted Bisham.

Then:

Drive through the village and turn right just before the
suspension bridge into Quarry Wood Road. Carry on
under the road bridge and you will find Longridge past all
the houses on the left hand side.

BY RAIL

From London Paddington to Marlow, all trains change at
Maidenhead. The station is less than a mile from
Longridge.
